Dear OWs 

It was good to be able to stand in front of 
this year’s new pupil intake of 2025, and 
colleagues, and suggest to them that, while 
I would not be saying anything substantively 
different from last year, I was now saying it 
from a position of knowledge rather than 
speculation. I remain extremely sceptical 
about anyone who claims to be able to 
get to know a school, its community and 
its ‘DNA’ within a couple of months. 
It has taken me a year to start to really 
understand Wycliffe and 
only now can I say with 
any real confidence that I 
think I am getting there.

I enjoyed meeting 
many of you in London 
last month at the 
London Drinks event, 
masterminded by Matt 
Bishop and to whom I am 
extremely grateful for 
keeping the link between 
College and OWs alive 
and thriving. Matt has 
been quietly beavering 
away on various projects 
this term and one, the 
OW Business Directory, 
is now up and running, 
proving that OWs are 
an incredibly diverse and 
talented bunch of human 
beings hailing from all 
corners of the world!

It has been an 
extraordinary year, one book-ended by joy: 
between the excitement of my first term as 
Head last September, and the news of our 
outstanding ISI Inspection report, received 
this November. That confirmed us as having 

received the highest possible accolade 
from the inspectorate, that of a ‘significant 
strength’, placing us in the top 10% of all 
schools nationally. We are all extremely 
proud of the fact that inspectors noted how 
our pupils’ self-knowledge, courtesy and 
empathy was “particularly well developed”. 
As a parent to three ‘little’ Wycliffians in 
our Prep School, I see this every day for 
myself.

And so the year begins. There is something 
wonderful about a school’s annual cycle: 

there is reassurance of the familiar, but it is 
accompanied by change, by the freshness 
of the new, as pupils and teachers arrive 
and another generation become OWs. 
It is a powerful theme and informs a lot 
of what we are thinking about. There has 
been a degree of following the mantra, 
“necessity is the mother of invention”, but 
what is most pleasing about the last year is 
that many of the changes we implemented 
to our curriculum, activity and academic 
enrichment programme were the very 
things that the inspectors pointed towards 
as examples of outstanding practice.

There continues to be a real buzz around 
College and we face the future with 
optimism. This term, a significant piece 
of work around rebranding Wycliffe 

and revisiting our guiding principles has 
been ongoing. Now, more than ever, 
the pioneering spirit that our founder, 
GW Sibly, held so dear will be vital in us 
differentiating ourselves and attracting new 
families to the College…someone remarked 
recently, “be less vanilla, and more purple”.

I end with a plea to you all, our OW 
community, to assist in two areas. The 
first, as always, concerns direct support. 
Our families work exceptionally hard to 
support their children through Wycliffe and 

any offers of support, 
be that financial or 
expertise, for current 
events – school trips, 
exchanges, careers – 
are hugely appreciated. 
The second, and in 
so many ways, the 
much more important, 
is as advocates. 
Advocates for a 
Wycliffe education. 
Schools are competing 
over a shrinking pool 
of families who can 
access an independent 
education and having a 
supportive voice among 
our local community 
is proving to be a 
significant advantage 
for those schools with 
supportive alumni 
bodies.

Thank you for your 
continued support of the College. I would 
also like to take this opportunity to thank 
my colleagues for their continued warmth 
and commitment to making Wycliffe the 
wonderful place to learn and grow for our 
pupils that it is.

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OW Memories

Seventy years ago a timid only child 
entered Wycliffe College having been 
awarded a scholarship (much to his parents’ 
relief – even if not to their admiration) on 
the grounds of showing promise in science. 
Five years later, the Douglas MacMillan 
of today emerged from the chrysalis of 
an intellectually nurturing sixth form as 
a young man enthused by music, art, and 
philosophy, rather than the hoped-for 
scientist - but who nevertheless went on 
to become a surgeon, albeit a surgeon 
who became a musicologist. Many moons 
later, the words I write here not only relate 
memories of my life at Wycliffe, but also 
(and more significantly) how the College 
allowed me to develop my interests in a 
manner which would probably have been 
somewhat unusual in most public schools of 
late 1950s.

My first memories coming from a day Prep 
School relate to communal living. My bed 
was in a corner so I could partly hide from 
the other six boys in the dormitory but my 
greatest fear was ‘would I be able to eat 
the food?’. As it happened, the catering 
in Ward’s House was good but when we 
moved to the central dining room things 

changed. Suffice it to relate that the dining 
room was called ‘the trough’. 

The overpowering importance of the games 
field struck me as being ridiculous (as it still 
does) and the twice-weekly rugger games 
were an endurance test: fortunately I was 
saved from cricket by the boat club at Saul 
on the Gloucester and Sharpness canal. I 
became a cox, rowed in a four (sweep-oar 
rowing in those days - not quad sculls), 
and in my final year coached junior crews 
under the supervision of the maths master 
‘Runtie’ Harle (a small man…). My rowing 
experience at school led me to the cox’s 
seat in St. Thomas’ Hospital 1st. VIII where 
I found coxing on the tideway to be rather 
more challenging than the still waters of  
the canal.

Academically I enjoyed myself, spurred on 
by some excellent and often characterful 
masters: ‘Tommy’ Reade who wore a 
tin hat when it rained, ‘Bulb’ Evans who 
introduced me to Caesar’s Gallic Wars and 
Virgil’s Aeneid (as well as being a Wing 
Commander in the Air Training Corps) and 
‘Sooty’ Savage, my biology teacher and a 
good musician. The often despairing ‘Guffy’ 
Wright eventually succeeded in getting me 
an A level in physics…mirabile dictu!

But, for a moment, enough about me. 
What about Wycliffe, its ethos, its quirks, 
and its jargon? I think it is fair to say that 
the ethos of Wycliffe derives fundamentally 
from the spirituality enshrined in its chapel 
and, on a personal level, from its approach 
to sharing tasks and obvious friendliness. A 
recent visit reminded me of the warmth of 
the College: academic achievements, yes: 
sporting success, yes: but the fundamental 
ethos is deeper. And its quirks - a massive 
enthusiasm for hearty team games and 
outdoor activities (in 1910 Wycliffe was the 
first public school to have a Scout troop, 
the Union flag of the troop now displayed

in the Scout Chapel). The relationship 
between masters and students was rather 
more akin to a gentlemen’s club than a 
hierarchal authoritarian institution. The 
standard punishment given was to run 
‘rounds’ – 486 yards of track past the 
quad and the headmaster’s house: rounds 
(‘blobs’) were issued in multiples of five 
or ten and run on half days in front of 
the tuckshop. Wycliffe encouraged the 
development of individuality so long as 
a reasonable orthodoxy was maintained: 
sports, music, drama, and art were 
encouraged and on Willow Farm the Young 

Farmer’s Club (‘the Whiff and Stink Club’) 
were active at ridiculous hours of the 
morning. 

To return to my story, I have no doubt that 
my last term at Wycliffe was one of finest 
summers of my life. A third-year sixth 
former, I was deemed too rebellious to 
be made a Prefect - I had long calculated 
that if one kept the letter of the rules but 
not the spirit, one could not be punished. 
I was a warranted Assistant Scout Master, 
coached rowing, played the clarinet, 
founded a wind ensemble and conducted 
the school orchestra. It was rather fun to 

conduct the Headmaster’s wife and some 
of my schoolmasters! Academically I was 
greatly inspired by the mind of Eric Bevan 
(‘Prune’) who gave me weekly classes in 
classics and philosophy and trained my mind 
for academic rigour. Somehow I found time 
to acquire that elusive A level in physics.

So, where did it all lead? Firstly, to 
the Fellowship of the Royal College of 
Surgeons and a career in Ear, Nose, and 
Throat surgery. Secondly, to a fulfilling if 
unpaid career in music as a recorder player, 
an academic holding three doctorates in 
organology, publishing over 30 academic 
articles and giving presentations at 
international conferences. For the 
beginnings of this, I warmly acknowledge 
Claude Allen (‘Beak’) a brilliant organist 
and inspiring musician. Thirdly, compulsory 
Sunday services and regular twice-daily 
worship in the chapel laid the foundations 
for my ordination to the diaconate in the 
Church of England in 2000.

May 8th this year, marked the 80th 
anniversary of VE Day (Victory in 
Europe Day), a moment to celebrate 
and remember 80 years of peace since 
the end of the Second World War in 
Europe. 
VE Day is a tribute to those who fought 
for the freedom we all enjoy today and 
also a powerful reminder of the resilience 
and unity that have defined nations ever 
since.
So many millions paid the ultimate 
sacrifice to achieve this, including a total 
of 66 OWs who died in active service, a 
great many of whom (close to 40) had 
volunteered for flying duties in the R.A.F. 

and the Fleet Air Arm. We will be forever 
grateful to them all.
